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On November 1, Super Typhoon Rolly left extensive 
destruction in the Bicol Region, and inflicted significant 
damage in the provinces of Albay, Catanduanes and 
Camarines. MMR coordinated with MM GAO, the four 
chapters, and the Metro Manila CSR teams for a fund 
drive and collectively donated P250,000 for victims of 
Typhoon Rolly in the Bicol Region. 

On November 11, Typhoon Ulysses, brought powerful 
winds and torrential rain that killed people, destroyed 
homes, and caused floods to low-lying areas of Metro 
Manila, and the provinces of Cagayan and Isabela. Mobi-
lizing the Metro Manila CSR teams, we distributed relief 
goods composed of hot adobo meals, hygiene kits, rice, 
water, blankets, mosquito nets and medicine to:

· 500 families in Bgy Geronimo, Rodriguez Rizal on Sat-
urday November 14

· 500 families in Purok 5, Malanday, Marikina on Satur-
day, November 14

· 300 families in Bgy Malanday, Marikina on Sunday,
